PHILOSOPHY: The RN to BSN program at Alvetno College is uniquely designed for
the registered nurse who wishes to pursue a baccalaureate degree in nursing. The
program in intended to prepare independent, professional practitioners who are
comnitted to meeting the health needs of people of all ages and who are prepared for
carcer advancement and the pursuit of graduate education in nursing.

Baccalaureate education in nursing focuses on nursing science and therapeutics, the
natural and behavioral sciences, and liberal arts which enable students to develop skills in
effective interpersonal communications, critical thinking, systematic problem solving,
creative téaching, innovative leadership and direct involvement in social concerns.

Alverno College recognizes the time, energy, and quality of work that Wisconsin
Technical College System’s nursing graduates have expended in completing their
associate degree in Nursing.

ELIGIBILITY: Women who have successfully completed the Associate of Applied
Science in Nursing at a WTCS college and who are in the process of taking the state
board exams or have already successfully completed the state board exams, are eligible to
apply to Alverno’s 18 month RN to BSN program. Passing results on the NCLEX and a
state registered nursing license are required prior to beginning the Alverno degree
prograin.
